TUITION FEE MEMORANDUM

The final year students of MHRM course (09 admitted batch) are hereby informed that they have to pay
the Tuition Fee as per the following schedule by Demand Draft drawn only in favour of the REGISTRAR,
ANDHRA UNIVERSITY, VISAKHAPATNAM payable at Syndicate Bank, SDE branch, Visakhapatnam-
530 003 or any nationalized bank payable at Visakhapatnam or by paying cash directly at the Syndicate Bank in
the premises of School of Distance Education, Andhra University, Visakhapatnam between 10.00 a.m. and
4.00 p.m. on all working week days and 10.00 a.m. and 1.00 p.m. on Saturdays.

Note : 1) *Candidates, who already paid Rs.8,000/- at the time of admission, are now required to pay an
amount of Rs.7,000/- in the second year or candidates, who paid Rs.7,000/- at the time of
admission, are now required to pay an amount or Rs.8,000/-, since the total fee of the course is
Rs.15,000/-.

2) Non-payment of Tuition Fee will not be construed as discontinuation of the course. The candidate
shall automatically enter into the next year of study in the School of Distance Education,
irrespective of appearance at the University Examination and the consequent result as well as non-
payment of tuition fee. All the candidates, who are on the rolls, shall be treated as students of
School of Distance Education until the completion of stipulated period of study unless the Transfer
